Tavaly indult Utjara az OPERA Sztdrestek zongordval cim(i koncertsorozata, melynek ez, a
hatodik alkalma nyitja a 2023/24-es évad hangversenyeit. Ezlttal a ,sztar” a lett szarma-
zas0 Kristine Opolais, akit zongoran a szintén lett Agnese Eglina kisér. A magyar kozdonség
2019-ben mar lathatta a szopran énekmivészt a Mipaban, ahol Teodor llincai tenorral és
a Magyar Allami Operahaz Zenekaraval adott koncertet. Impozans estjén ezittal Verdi,
Puccini, Ponchielli és mas 19. és 20. szazadi, legf6képpen olasz zeneszerzgk miveibdl
hangzanak el részletek. A miivészng kiilonleges hangversenyén az idei Szlav szezonhoz
illéen egy Dvorak-aria is felcsendiil.

Kristine Opolais egyike a legkeresettebb szopranoknak a vilag szinpadain. Megalapo-
zott hirnevével a vilag legjelentdsebb énekes-szinészndi kozé tartozik. Opolais énekelt a
Metropolitan Operaban, a bécsi, a berlini és a miincheni Staatsoperben, a milandi Scalaban,
a ziirichi Operahazban és a Londoni Kiralyi Operahazban. Olyan hires karmesterekkel dol-
gozik eqgyiitt, mint Daniel Barenboim, Sir Antonio Pappano, Sir Simon Rattle, Sir Mark Elder,
Andris Nelsons, Fabio Luisi és Kirill Petrenko.

Az énekmiivészt vilagszerte Ginnepeltté tették a Metropolitan Operaban énekelt foszerepek
(Pillangdkisasszony, Manon Lescaut, Bohémélet, Ruszalka), hiszen ezen eléadasok premierjei
a Met Live in HD mozisorozat keretein beliil szamos orszagban megtekinthetéek voltak.
Opolais 2018-ban az Angelica ndvér cimszerepét is énekelte, ezt a szerepet korabban mar
lemezre is felvette az Orfeo kiaddval. 2014-ben torténelmet irt a Metben: két szereppel
debiitalt 18 oran belil. Kiemelkedd alakitast nyujtott a Pillangdkisasszony cimszerepében,
majd a masnapi matiné eléadason mar a Bohéméletben énekelt - ezt az eldadast nem mel-
lesleg vilagszerte élében kdzvetitették.

Opolais szereplései a Londoni Kiralyi Operahazban - ahol gy harangoztak be, mint ,nap-
jaink vezetd Puccini szopranjat” (The Telegraph) - magukba foglaljak a Tosca, a Manon
Lescaut és a Pillangdkisasszony cimszerepeit. 2012 6ta meghatarozo kapcsolatot apol a
miincheni Staatsoperrel, ahol Martin Ku$ej rendezésében debiitalt Ruszalkaként. Tovabbi
szerepei voltak Miinchenben szintén Manon Lescaut, Pillangékisasszony, valamint Tatjana
az Anyeginbdl, Margherita a Mefistofelébdl és Vitellia a Titusz kegyelmébél.

A mivésznd koncerteken is gyakran fellép: kdzrem(ikoddtt az 6rmény Gulbenkian Zenekar
Gjévi koncertjén Oksana Lyniv vezényletével, 2023 februarjaban visszatért egy galakoncert
keretében a Lett Nemzeti Opera szinpadara. A Philharmonique du Luxembourg Zenekar
évadzard ,Viva Verdi” szabadtéri kancertjén Gustavo Gimeno vezényletével egyiitt énekelt
a vilaghird baritonnal, Thomas Hampsonnal.

Opolais a kdzelmaltban a Manon Lescaut cimszerepét a hamburgi Staatsoperben is éne-
kelte, a bolognai Teatro Comunaléban pedig Adriana Lecouvreurként debiitalt. A Theater
an der Wienben Toscat énekelt, majd visszatért a drezdai Semperoperbe a Pillangdkisasz-
szony cimszerepére Omer Meir Wellber vezényletével. Ez utébbi szerepében debiitalt Marina
Abramovi¢ 7 Deaths of Maria Callas cim{i produkcijaban a Teatro di San Carldban is.
Opolais szolokoncerteket is adott, valamint vendégénekesként kdzrem(ikodott tobbek ko-
z6tt a BBC Promson, a Baden-Baden Festspielhausban, a Miipaban, a bécsi Musikvereinban,
a salzburgi fesztivalon, a Royal Concertgebouw-ban, a muscati Royal Opera House-ban, a
Tanglewood Fesztivalon és a Carnegie Hallban. Fellépett a Berlini Filharmonikusokkal,
a Gewandhausorchester Leipziggel, a Concertgebouworkesttel, a Symphonieorchester des
Bayerischen Rundfunksszal, a Filarmonica della Scalaval és a NHK Symphony Orchestréaval.
A kdzelmultban megjelentetett diszkografian egy baden-baden-i el6adason Toscat énekli
a Berlini Filharmonikusokkal, Sir Simon Rattle vezényletével.

A Kristine Opolaist kisérd, illetve 6nallé zongoradarabokat vagy -atiratokat is eléadd
Agnese Eglina a lettorszagi Liepajaban szilletett zenész csaladba. A Jazeps Vitols Zene-
akadémian és a Ziircher Hochschule der Kiinstén tanult, ahol kivalé eredménnyel diplo-
mazott. A lett zongoram(ivész erds szinpadi jelenléttel rendelkezik: jatékos kéziigyesség,
izgalmas interpretalas és életerd jellemzi. Agnese Eglina haromszoros nyertese Lettorszag
legmagasabb zenei dijanak, a The Grand Music Awardnak, és szamos mas nemzetkdzi ver-

senyen is dijaztak mint legjobb zongorakisérét. Kiilonboz6 kamarazenei projektek aktiv
résztvevdjeként Lettorszag egyik legmeghatarozobb zongoramiivésze lett.

A miivész fellépett a Dél-afrikai Koztarsasagban, Zambiaban, Zimbabweében, az Egyesillt
Allamokban (New York, Washington, Cleveland), Esztorszagban, Svajcban, Gibraltarban,
Olaszorszagban, Németorszagban, Ausztridban, Albaniaban, Norvégiaban, Finnorszagban
és szamos mas orszagban is. Az utdbbi id6ben Agnese Eglina koncertjeit tdbb szdloda-
rabbal is kiegészitette. Szélistaként jatszott a Lett Nemzeti Szimfonikus Zenekarral és a
Liepaja Szimfonikus Zenekarral.

Szdlistaként és kamarazenészként szamos zenei fesztivalon vett részt. Fellépett tobbek
kozott a Promenadon a zambiai Lusakaban, a Schleswig-Holstein-i Zenei Fesztivalon, a
Montpellier-i Nemzetkozi Zenei Fesztivalon, a VIl. Kremerata Baltica Fesztivalon, a 16. és 21.
Liepaja Nemzetkozi Zongoristak Fesztivaljan, alett Schubertiade Ungurmuiza kamarazenei
fesztivalon és az Aréna Kortars Zenei Fesztivalon.

A koncertezésen kiviil Agnese Eglina a Lett Jazeps Vitols Zeneakadémian tanitja a fiatal
kamarazenészeket. Minden évben tdbb mesterkurzust tart Lettorszagban és kiilfdldén
egyarant. 2014 ota folyamatosan tart mesterkurzusokat és ad koncerteket Luszakaban
(Zambia) és Johannesburgban (Dél-afrikai Koztarsasag).



The Hungarian State Opera launched its Stars’ Recital with Piano series last year, and this,
the sixth occasion, opens the concerts of the 2023/24 season. This time the “star” is the
Latvian Kristine Opolais, who is accompanied on the piano by her compatriot Agnese
Eglina. In 2019, the Hungarian audiences already had the chance to see the soprano at
Miipa Budapest, where she performed with tenor Teador llincai and the Hungarian State
Opera Orchestra. In this impressive recital, she is to perform excerpts from the works by
Verdi, Puccini, Ponchielli and other, mainly Italian composers of the 19" and 20" century.
The special concert will also feature an aria by Dvorak to tie in with the OPERA’s current
Slavic Season.

Kristine Opolais is one of the most sought-after sopranos on the international scene,
with an established reputation amangst the world's pre-eminent singing actresses. Opo-
lais has appeared at The Metropolitan Opera, Wiener Staatsoper, Staatsoper Berlin, Bay-
erische Staatsoper, Teatro alla Scala, Opernhaus Ziirich, and the Royal Opera House. She
collaborates with renowned conductors such as Daniel Barenboim, Sir Antonio Pappano,
Sir Simon Rattle, Sir Mark Elder, Andris Nelsons, Fabio Luisi, and Kirill Petrenko.

Kristine Opolais has been celebrated for her distinctive performances at The Metropol-
itan Opera, including her appearances in La bohéme, Madama Butterfly, and new produc-
tions of Manon Lescaut and Rusalka which received international broadcasts as part of
the Met's Live in HD cinema series. In 2018, Opolais returned to the Met to sing Suor Angel-
ica, arole she previously recorded on the Orfeo label. Famously in 2014 she made history
at the Met, with two role debuts in 18 hours. She gave an outstanding performance in the
title role of Madama Butterfly, only to step in the following day for a matinée of La bohéme,
which was broadcast into theatres worldwide.

Opolais’ appearances at the Royal Opera House, where she has been heralded as “the
leading Puccini soprano of today” (The Telegraph), include the title roles in Tosca, Manon
Lescaut, and Madama Butterfly. Since 2012 she has had a significant relationship with
the Bayerische Staatsoper, where she made her debut as Rusalka in Martin Kusej's pro-
duction. Additional roles in Munich include Manon Lescaut, Madama Butterfly, Tatjana in
Eugene Onegin, Margherita in Mefistofele, and Vitellia in La clemenza di Tito.

In concert, notable highlights include starring in a New Year’s concert with the Gulbenki-
an Orchestra, led by Ukrainian conductor Oksana Lyniv and her highly anticipated return

to Latvian National Opera for a gala concert in February 2023. Recently, Opolais joined
renowned baritone Thomas Hampson and the Orchestre Philharmonique du Luxembourg
for a their open-air, season closing “Viva Verdi” concert, led by Gustavo Gimeno and gave
her debut recital at the historic Teatro Coldn, Buenos Aires.

Opolais also recently returned to the title role of Manon Lescaut at Staatsoper Hamburg
and revisited the Teatro Comunale di Bologna in the title role of Adriana Lecouvreur after
her triumphant role and house debut the previous season. Additionally, she starred in a
new production of Tosca at Theater an der Wien, and returned to Semperoper Dresden in
Madama Butterfly, led by Omer Meir Wellber. Amongst other highlights, Opolais made her
debut as Cio-Cio-San in Marina Abramovi¢'s 7 Deaths of Maria Callas at the Teatro di San
Carlo.

Opolais has made solo concerts and recital appearances at the BBC Proms, Baden-
Baden Festspielhaus, Miipa Budapest, the Musikverein Wien, Salzburg Festival, Royal
Concertgebouw, Royal Opera House Muscat, Tanglewood Festival and Carnegie Hall.
She has appeared with the Berliner Philharmoniker, Gewandhausorchester Leipzig, the
Concertgebouworkest, Symphonieorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks, Filarmonica
della Scala and the NHK Symphony Orchestra. Opolais’ recent discography includes a
DVD of Tosca in Baden-Baden with the Berliner Philharmoniker, conducted by Sir Simon
Rattle.

Accompanying Kristine Opolais and also performing solo pieces on the piano is
Agnese Eglina. She was born in Liepaja, Latvia, into a family of musicians. She studied
at the Jazeps Vitols Academy of Music and the Ziircher Hochschule der Kiinste, where
she graduated with excellence. The Latvian pianist has a strong stage presence: she is
characterized by playful dexterity, exciting interpretation, and vitality. Agnese Eglina is
a three-time winner of Latvia's most prestigious music award, The Grand Music Award,
and has been awarded as the best piano accompanist at many international competi-
tions. As an active participant in various chamber music projects, she became one of the
most influential pianists of Latvia.

The artist has performed in South African Republic, Zambia, Zimbabwe, USA (New York,
Washington, Cleveland), Estonia, Russia, Switzerland, Gibraltar, Italy, Germany, Austria,
Albania, Norway, Finland, and several other countries. Lately Agnese Eglina has included
more solo repertoire into her concerts. As soloist she has performed with Latvian Na-
tional Symphany Orchestra, and Liepaja Symphony Orchestra.



As a soloist and chamber musician she has participated in many music festivals.
She has appeared in Promenade at Lusaka, Zambia, Schleswig-Holstein Music
Festival, International Montpellier Music Festival, VII Kremerata Baltica Festival,
16t and 21 Liepaja International Piano Stars Festival, the Latvian chamber mu-
sic festival Schubertiade at Ungurmuiza, Contemporary Music Festival Aréna and
many others.

Besides performing on stage, Eglina works with the young chamber musicians at
Jazeps Vitols Latvian Academy of Music. Every year she gives several master-
classes in Latvia and at international level. Since 2014, she has repeatedly given
masterclasses and concerts in Lusaka, Zambia and Johannesburg, South African
Republic.
