A Magyar Allami Operahaz Sztdrestek zongordval cimd, immar masodik éve futé hangversenysoro-
zaténak idei masodik allomasahoz érkeztlink. Ezuttal a lengyel tenar enekmivészt, Piotr Beczatat
hallhatja a budapesti publikum egy német zongoram(vész, Helmut Deutsch kiséretében. A mdsor
hiven tlikrozi az OPERA 2023/24-es évadanak, a Szlav szezonnak a tematikajat, hiszen, lengyel, cseh
és orosz zeneszerz6k mvei csendilnek fel.

Csajkovszkij, Rahmanyinov és Dvafak zenéje a mindenkari hangversenytermek és operaszinpadok re-
pertoarjanak szerves és igy ismert részét képezi. A lengyel Mieczystaw Kartowicz azonban ritkabb
csemegének szamit. A zeneszerz6 és karmester 1876-ban sziiletett Wiszniewdban. Heidelberg, Praga,
Drezda, majd Varso utan, végil 1895-ben Berlinbe ment azzal a szandékkal, hogy heged(tanulma-
nyokat folytasson, ugyanakkor az egyetem filozéfiai karén is tanult, cikkeket publikalt, és megkom-
ponélta elsd jelentésebb miveit, igy példaul a Szerendd vondszenekarra cimi darabjat, valamint
zenét irt Jozefat Nowinski Fehér galamb cimd drdmajahoz. Ekkor kezdett el dolgozni a Reneszdnsz
szimfénidjan, amelyet 1901-ben, Varsaba valo visszatérése utan fejezett be. A lengyel févarosban
Ujsagirdi tevékenységet folytatott a kortérs lengyel zenével kapcsolatban, vongszenekart alapitott
a Varsoi Zenei Tarsasagnal. 1906-ban karmesteri tanfolyamot végzett Lipcsében a magyar szarma-
7450 Nikisch Art(rnal. Majd Zakopanéban telepedett le. Erdekesséq, hogy Kartowicz a lengyel Tatra
eqyik ttordje volt, aktivan részt vett a Tatrai Tarsasagban, cikkeket és fényképeket publikalt hegyi
tarairol. 1909-ben néhany héttel azutan halt meg eqgy lavinatragédiaban, hogy a Varsoi Filharmoniku-
sok eldadta az Ordk dalokat, ami igazi sikert hozott szamara.

Piotr Beczala napjaink egyik legismertebb nemzetkdzi sztartenorja Lengyelorszaghan sziiletett, ott
is kezdte tanulmanyait, azonban hamarosan Svajcban folytatta, karrierje Linzben és Zirich ope-
rahazaiban indult. Az énekes nevét a 2000-es évek elején rdvid iddn beldl Eurdpa minden jelentds
szinhazanak kdzonsége megismerte, sét 2006-ban a San Franciscé-i Operaban és a New York-i Met-
ropolitanben is bemutatkozhatott, ahol azota is rendszeres vendég. Népszeriiségét hangja szépsége
mellett annak az elkitelezettségnek kdszonheti, amit minden egyes szerep megformalasakor tand-
sit. Széles operarepertoarja mellett operettek és korusmuvek rendszeres szolistajaként is lathato.
Szamos alakitdsat hangfelvételen és filmen is élvezheti a kdzdnség, mi tdbb rendszeresen készit
tematikus CD-ket is. Szldv operadridk (Slavic Opera Arias) cim( lemezét az Opera News 2011 legjobb
felvételének nevezte.

Az énekmiivész szerepei kozott megtalalhato tobbek kozott a Herceg (Ruszalka), Edgardo (Lammer-
moori Lucia), Rodolfo (Bohémélet), Vaudémont (lolanta), Riccardo (Az dlarcosbdi), Des Grieux (Manon),
Romeo (Romea és Jiilia) Faust, Lohengrin, Werther, Don José (Carmen), Manrico (A trubaddr), Man-
tova hercege (Rigoletto), Lenszkij (Anyegin) és Cavaradossi (Tosca). Az elmdlt években Beethoven [X.
szimfonidjat énekelte a drezdai Semperaperben, tébb hangversenyt adott Helmut Deutsch zongo-
ram(vésszel a bécsi Theater im Parkban, a Luxemburgi Filharmaniaban és a grazi Musikvereinban,
valamint Dél-Amerikaban.

2014-ben megkapta az ECHO Klassik ,Az év énekese” dijat, 2021-ben pedig ugyanebben a kategoria-
ban az Opus Klassik dijat. 2019-ben kamaraénekes lett a bécsi Allami Operahazban, 2022-ben pedig
a katowicei Zeneakadémia tiszteletbeli doktori cimet adomanyozott neki.

Alengyel énekest mar palyaja kezdetén lathatta az Erkel Szinhaz kizdnsége a mantovai Herceg sze-
repében Verdi Rigolettdjaban, késobb pedig kiilonb6z6 operagalak alkalmaval lepett fel Budapesten.

Helmut Deutsch a vilag egyik legkeresettebb és legsikeresebb zongorakisérgje. Becsben sziiletett,
zeneszerz0i dijat, és 24 évesen professzor lett. Mar didkkoraban is a dal volt a f6 érdeklddeési terillete,
de tobb eévtizeden at kamarazenészként is dolgozott minden elképzelhet6 formécioban, szamas
vilaghiri hangszeres mivésszel. Nemzetkdzi énekkisérdi karrierje Irmgard Seefried szopran éne-
kesndvel kezddddtt, de fiatal éveinek legfontosabb énekese Hermann Prey volt, akinek tizenkét éven
at tobb szaz koncerten volt allando partnere. Kesdbb a legjelentésebb dalénekesekkel dolgozott
egyitt, és a vilag dsszes jelentds zenei kdzpontjaban fellépett.

Jelenleg Jonas Kaufmann, Diana Damrau, Michael Volle és a fiatal svajci tenor, Mauro Peter éneke-
sek tartoznak kiemelt partnerei kizé. Helmut Deutsch munkassagat tobb mint széz felvétel doku-
mentdlja. Ezek egy része azt is tlikrozi, amit egyik sziviigyének tekint: a malt méltatlanul elfeledett
zeneszerzdinek felelevenitéset. Egy masik feladat, amely az évek soran egyre inkabb a szivéhez
nétt, a fiatal tehetségek képzése és tamogatasa. Bécsi évei utan oktatoi tevékenysége elsdsorban
a miincheni Zenemivészeti és Szinhazi Egyetemen folytatodott, ahol 28 éven &t tanitott. Emellett
a mai napig folyamatosan ndvekvé szamU mesterkurzust tart Eurépaban és a Tavol-Keleten, és
vendeégprofesszori munkassaga révén tovabbra is kapcsolatban all az egyetemekkel. Tanitvanyai
kdzé tartozott tobbek kozott Juliane Banse, Jonas Kaufmann, Dietrich Henschel, Christian Gerhaher
és Wolfram Rieger.

The second instalment of the second season in the Hungarian State Opera series Stars’ Recitals
with Piano features Palish tenar Piotr Beczata accompanied on the piano by German pianist Helmut
Deutsch. The programme ties in perfectly the 2023/24 Slavic Season of the OPERA including pieces
by Polish, Czech, and Russian composers.

The music of Tchaikovsky, Rachmaninov, and Dvorfak is an integral and thus well-known part of
the repertoire of concert halls and opera stages. However, the Polish Mieczystaw Kartowicz is a
rarer treat. The composer and conductor was born in 1876 in Wiszniewo, but studied in Heidelberg,
Prague, Dresden, and Warsaw. He finally arrived in Berlin in 1895 with the intention of continuing
his vialin studies. At the same time, however, he studied at the university's faculty of philosophy as
well, published articles, and composed his first major works, such as his Serenade for Strings, and
wrote incidental music for White Pigeon, a play by Jozefat Nowinski. Afterwards, he began to work on
Renaissance Symphany, which he completed in 1907, after his return to Warsaw. In the Polish capital,
he worked as a journalist on contemporary Polish music and founded a string orchestra at the
Warsaw Music Society. In 1906, he completed a conducting course in Leipzig under the Hungarian
Artar Nikisch. Later, he settled in Zakopane. Kartowicz was one of the pioneers of the Polish Tatras,
actively participated in the Tatras Society, and published articles and photographs of his mountain
tours. In 1909, he tragically died in an avalanche only a few weeks after the Warsaw Philharmonic
performed Eternal Songs, which brought him real fame.

Polish tenor Piotr Beczata, one of today’s best-known international stars, began his musical studies
in his homeland and soon continued them in Switzerland. His career started in the opera houses
of Linz and Zurich, but in the early 2000s, he gained fame with audiences of all major European
theatres within a short time. In 2006, he also made his debuts at the San Francisco Opera and the
Metropolitan Opera in New York, where he has been a reqular guest ever since. In addition to the
beauty of his voice, he owes his popularity to the commitment he shows when portraying each role.
In addition to his wide opera repertoire, he is a regular soloist in operettas and choral works as well.
Several of his performances has been captured on audio recordings and films, and he regularly
makes thematic recordings including his CD entitled Slavic Opera Arias which was declared the best
recording of 2011 by Opera News.

His repertoire includes such roles as The Prince (Rusalka), Edgardo (Lucia di Lammermoor), Rodol-
fo (La bohéme), Vaudémont (lolanta), Riccardo (Un ballo di maschera), Des Grieux (Manon), Roméo
(Roméo et Juliette) Faust, Lohengrin, Werther, Don José (Carmen), Manrico (I torvatore), Duke of
Mantua (Rigoletto), Lensky (Eugene Onegin), and Cavaradossi (Tosca). In recent years, he also sang
in Beethoven's Symphony No. 9 at the Semperoper Dresden, and performed recitals at Theater im
Park, Vienna, at the Philharmonie Luxembourg, the Musikverein Graz as well as in South America,
accompanied by pianist Helmut Deutsch

Piotr Beczata received the ECHO Klassik Award “Singer of the Year” in 2014 and the Opus Klassik
Awards in the same category in 2021. In 2019, he was made Kammersanger at the Vienna Staatsoper
and received an honorary Ph.D from the Music Academy in Katowice in 2022.

The audience of the Erkel Theatre had the chance to see an appearance of the Polish tenor at the
beginning of his career in the role of the Duke of Mantua in Verdis Rigoletto, and later, he returned
to Budapest to perform at various opera galas.

Helmut Deutsch is one of the most sought-after and successful song accompanists in the world.
Born in Vienna, he studied at the conservatory, music academy and university in his hometown,
received the City of Vienna Compasition Prize and became a professor at the age of 24. Even during
his student days, his main interest was focused on song, but he also worked as a chamber musi-
cian for several decades in all imaginable formations with many waorld-class instrumentalists. His
international career as a song accompanist began with the soprano Irmgard Seefried, but the most
important singer of his younger years was Hermann Prey, whose permanent partner he was for
twelve years in several hundred concerts. He subsequently worked with many of the most important
lieder singers and played in all the important music centres in the world.

Currently, the singers Jonas Kaufmann, Diana Damrau, Michael Volle and the young Swiss tenor
Mauro Peter are among his priority partners. Helmut Deutsch’s wark is documented on more than
a hundred recordings. Some of them also reflect what he sees as one of his central cancerns: the
revival of unjustly forgotten compasers of the past. Another task that has become more and more
close to our hearts over the years is the training and promotion of young talent. After his years in
Vienna, his teaching activities continued primarily at the University of Music and Theater in Munich,
where he was professor of sang design for 28 years; In addition, to this day he gives a constantly
growing number of master courses in Europe and the Far East and remains connected to universi-
ties through visiting professorships. His students included Juliane Banse, Jonas Kaufmann, Dietrich
Henschel, Christian Gerhaher and Walfram Rieger, among many others.
